CR 600 West and St. Rd. 67 Intersection Improvements – Underground Storage Tank Issue

Intersection improvements are scheduled to begin in late 2017 or early 2018.  Currently, Speedway gas station is on the list for the potential for leakage of tanks.  The Town may need to spend an additional $10,000 for an environmental study regarding the leakage question and the intersection improvements.

Motion by Dr. Burney to approve further study of the storage leaking issue at CR 600 West and St. Rd. 67 not to exceed $10,000.  2nd by Mr. Strayer.  Passes 5-0. (Funding is to come from the Rainy Day Fund.)

West Broadway Streetscape Study

Crossroad Engineers submitted a cost of $7,000 to do a study regarding rights-of-way.  Existing documentation on the area is incomplete and the study is needed to confirm where the right-of-way lines lay.
