
RESOLUTION NO.  040419A
AMENDING DECLARATORY RESOLUTION OF THE MCCORDSVILLE REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

WHEREAS, the McCordsville ("Town") Redevelopment Commission ("Commission") did on March 8, 2007, adopt a declaratory resolution declaring an area as an economic development area and allocation area ("Brookside #1 Declaratory Resolution") establishing the Brookside Economic Development Area ("Brookside #1 Area") and the Brookside Allocation Area ("Brookside #1 Allocation Area") in accordance with IC 36-7-14-39 for the purpose of capturing property taxes generated from the incremental assessed value of real property located in the Brookside #1 Allocation Area and approving the economic development plan ("Brookside #1 Plan") for the Brookside #1 Area; 

WHEREAS the Brookside #1 Declaratory Resolution was confirmed by a confirmatory resolution adopted on May 7, 2007 ("Brookside #1 Confirmatory Resolution"); 

WHEREAS, the Brookside #1 Declaratory Resolution and the Brookside #1 Confirmatory Resolution are hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Brookside #1 Area Resolution;"
 WHEREAS, the Commission did on April 2, 2009, adopt a declaratory resolution declaring an area as an economic development area and allocation area ("Brookside #2 Declaratory Resolution") establishing the Brookside Economic Development Area No. 2 ("Brookside #2 Area") and the Brookside Allocation Area No. 2 ("Brookside #2 Allocation Area") in accordance with IC 36-7-14-39 for the purpose of capturing property taxes generated from the incremental assessed value of real property located in the Brookside #2 Allocation Area and approving the economic development plan ("Brookside #2 Plan") for the Brookside #2 Area; 

WHEREAS the Brookside #2 Declaratory Resolution was confirmed by a confirmatory resolution adopted on June 4, 2009 ("Brookside #2 Confirmatory Resolution"); 

WHEREAS, the Brookside #2 Declaratory Resolution and the Brookside #2 Confirmatory Resolution are hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Brookside #2 Area Resolution;"
WHEREAS, the Brookside #1 Area Resolution and the Brookside #2 Area Resolution are hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Original Area Resolutions;"

WHEREAS, the Commission did on December 6, 2012 adopt Amending Declaratory Resolution No. 120612 amending the Original Area Resolutions to: (i) consolidate the Brookside #1 Area and the Brookside #2 Area into one economic development area known as the Consolidated Brookside Economic Development Area ("Consolidated Area"); (ii) consolidate the Brookside #1 Allocation Area and the Brookside #2 Allocation Area known as the Consolidated Brookside Allocation Area ("Consolidated Allocation Area"); and (iii) expand the Consolidated Area and Consolidated Allocation Area by adding approximately 12.27 new acres (hereinafter, collectively, with the Original Area Resolutions, "Consolidation Resolution");

WHEREAS, although the Brookside #1 Allocation Area, the Brookside #2 Allocation Area and the expansion portion of the Consolidated Allocation Area are one Consolidated Allocation Area, the intent of the Consolidation Resolution as indicated on Exhibit A attached thereto was for the Consolidated Allocation Area to have two separate base assessment dates applicable to the respective areas; 

WHEREAS, the base assessment date for the portion of the Consolidated Allocation Area representing the original Brookside #1 Allocation Area that was originally March 1, 2007 was delayed to March 1, 2009; the base assessment date for the portion of the Consolidated Allocation Area representing the original Brookside #2 Allocation Area remained March 1, 2009; and the base assessment date representing the portion of the Consolidated Allocation Area created in the Consolidation Resolution remained March 1, 2012; 
WHEREAS, the Commission further amended the Brookside #2 Declaratory Resolution to revise Section 10 thereof ("Brookside #2 Allocation Provision") to reflect Indiana law applicable to the portion of the Consolidated Allocation Area representing the original Brookside #2 Allocation Area as set forth on Exhibit A attached thereto with a base assessment date of March 1, 2009;
WHEREAS, the Commission further amended the Consolidation Resolution to: (i) carve out Parcel No. 30-01-23-801-000.001-018 from the original Brookside #2 Allocation Area (then known as the Consolidated Allocation Area) and designated it as the "McCordsville HRH Allocation Area" for which the base assessment date remained March 1, 2009; 
WHEREAS, the Commission now desires to amend the Consolidation Resolution to delete Parcel No. 30-01-23-400-030.008-018 ("Parcel") from the Consolidated Allocation Area in order to remove the negative impact on the capture of property taxes generated from the incremental assessed value of real property resulting from the reclassification of the Parcel from commercial to farm use; and
WHEREAS, IC 36‑7‑14‑17.5 authorizes the Commission to amend the Consolidation Resolution after conducting a public hearing, if it finds that:

(i) The amendment is reasonable and appropriate when considered in relation to the Consolidation Resolution and the purposes of IC 36‑7‑14; and
(ii) The Consolidation Resolution, with the proposed amendment, conform to the comprehensive plan for the Town;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MCCORDSVILLE REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION THAT:

Section 2. The Consolidation Resolution is hereby amended to delete Parcel No. 30-01-23-400-030.008-018 ("Parcel") from the Consolidated Allocation Area.
Section 3. It will be of public utility and benefit to amend the Consolidation Resolution.

Section 4. The Commission finds that the public health and welfare will be benefited by the amendment to the Consolidation Resolution.
Section 5. The Commission now finds and determines that the amendment described in Section 1 above is reasonable and appropriate when considered in relation to the Consolidation Resolution and the economic development purposes set forth in IC 36-7-14-14.  
Section 6. The Commission hereby finds that no other parcels of property in the Consolidated Area will be affected by the deletion of the Parcels.
Section 7. The Consolidation Resolution, with the proposed amendment, conforms to the comprehensive plan for the Town.

Section 8. The presiding officer of the Commission is hereby authorized and directed to submit this resolution to the McCordsville Plan Commission ("Plan Commission") for its approval.  The Commission further directs the presiding officer to submit this resolution and the approving order of the Plan Commission to the Town Council for its approval of the amendment to the Consolidation Resolution.
Section 9. The Commission also directs the presiding officer, after receipt of the written order of approval of the Plan Commission which has been approved by the Town Council, to publish notice of the adoption and substance of this resolution in accordance with IC 5-3-1-4 and to file notice with the Plan Commission, the Board of Zoning Appeals, the building commissioner and any other departments or agencies of the Town concerned with unit planning, zoning variances, land use or the issuance of building permits.  The notice must state that maps and plats have been prepared and can be inspected at the office of the Town's department of redevelopment and must establish a date when the Commission will receive and hear remonstrances and objections from persons interested in or affected by the proceedings pertaining to the proposed amendment and will determine the public utility and benefit of the proposed amendment.  Copies of the notice must also be filed with the officer authorized to fix budgets, tax rates and tax levies under IC 6-1.1-17-8 for each taxing unit that is either wholly or partly located within the Consolidated Area.
Section 10. The Commission also directs the presiding officer to prepare or cause to be prepared a statement disclosing the impact of the reduction of the Consolidated Allocation Area, including the anticipated impact on tax revenues of each taxing unit that is either wholly or partly located within the Consolidated Allocation Area, as reduced.
A copy of this statement shall be filed with each such taxing unit with a copy of the notice required under Section IC 36-7-14-17 of the Act at least 10 days before the date of the hearing described in Section 8 of this resolution.
Section 11. The Commission further directs the presiding officer to submit this resolution to the Town Council for its approval of the amendment to the Consolidation Resolution.
Section 12. In all other respects the Consolidation Resolution and actions of the Commission consistent with this resolution are hereby ratified and confirmed.
Section 13. This resolution shall be effective upon passage.
