AN ORDINANCE DEFINING “TWENTY-FOUR HOUR BUSINESS™

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE XV, CHAPTER 156,
OF THE HANCOCK COUNTY CODE

Be It Ordained by the Board of Commissioners of Hancock County, Indiana, That
SECTION 1

Title XV, Chapter 156, Section 156.223 Land Use Districts, of the McCordsville Overlay Ordinance is
hereby amended as follows:

In all zoning districts, a “Drive-thru Service” shall not be allowed as a permitted use but may be allowed
as a Special Exception granted by the Board of Zoning appeals.
SECTION 2

Title XV, Chapter 156, Section 156.227(15) Signage Requirements, of the McCordsville Overlay
Ordinance is hereby added as follows:

(1) Signage shall be designed to be an integral part of the architectural and landscaping plans. The colors,
materials, and style of signage shall be architecturally compatible and accentuate the buildings and
landscaping on the site. The colors, materials, and lighting of every sign shall be restrained and
harmonious with the building and site to which it principally relates.

(2) Private traffic direction signs and pavement markings for the direction and control of traffic into, out
of, and within the site shall conform to the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices as published by
the Indiana Department of Highways.

(3) The integration of project signage to identify multiple businesses is encouraged.

(4) Off-premise signage shall be prohibited in the McCordsville overlay district.

(5) All on-premise signage shall conform to the standards and requirements of the underlying districts
except that individual pole signs shall not be permitted in the McCordsville overlay district.

(6) Every sign shall have good scale and proportion in its design and in its visual relationship to buildings
and surroundings.

(7) The number of graphic elements on a sign shall be held to the minimum needed to convey the sign’s
‘major message and shall be composed in proportion to the area of the sign face.

(8) Each sign shall be compatible with the signs on adjoining premises and shall not compete for
attention.

(9) Identification signs of standardized design, such as corporation logos, shall conform to the criteria of
all other signs.

(10) No portable or flashing signs shall be permitted in the overlay district.

(11) All sign components shall meet or exceed UL specifications.

(12) Subdivision entrance signs, landscaping, (minimum standards as outlined in section 156.228, and
decorative walls shall be shown on development plans, site plans, and subdivision plats.

(13) Street name signs shall be 36 inches wide by eight inches tall. The letters on the signs shall be six
inches tall.

(14) “No Swimming” and “No Ice Skating” signs shall be posted at ponds in all developments.
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(15) Al freesianding sigmaye shall be ground mounted and monument-type. Other signs, meluding but
net limited to pole signs and pylon signs, may be allowed as a Special ixception granted by the Board of
Zoning Appeals.

SECTION 3
Title XV, Chapter 156, Section 121 Delinitions. of the Hancock County Code is bereby added as follows:

Twenty-Four (24) Hour Business: A.commercial_cstablishment, other than o hospital, that operates
anytime between the hours of 11:00 PM and 6:00 AM.
