Dear Mr. Burke:

The Planning and Building Dept. has reviewed the Development Plan and Secondary Plat and submitted on March 25, 2019 for Oakcrest and has the following comments that need to be resolved:

PLAT:

1. Addressing and street name approval will be forthcoming. 
2. Please list the PUD Ordinance name and number on the plat.
3. The max lot coverage needs to be revised to include the change regarding ranch homes.

4. Please add the following language to the plat: “The HOA shall be solely responsible for all snow plowing of the internal subdivision streets.”

5. Please add the following language to the plat: “The HOA shall be solely responsible for all landscaping and landscape maintenance within the median.  The Town of McCordsville may exercise its rights to address any health, safety, or wellness concerns caused by the landscaping.”
CONSTRUCTION PLANS:

Streets & Sidewalks/Paths
6. Prior to release for construction, we’ll need proof of approval of CR 700W design and improvements from Marion County.
7. Staff will begin discussion with our legal counsel for drafting the Park Impact Fee Credit Agreement for the path extension to Deer Crossing. 

8. Please confirm that all interior sidewalks are 5’ wide and at least 6’from back of curb.

9. Please install a “continental” style crosswalk marking to the crossing of Oakcrest Drive (at the Carroll Rd intersection).  

10. Please apply a decorative treatment to the traffic circle’s concrete apron.  The purpose of the treatment is to differentiate it from a sidewalk, as it is not a place people should be walking.  
11. Please provide an auto-turn exhibit ensuring the largest fire apparatus (52’ x 8’) can maneuver the entrance, traffic circle, and cul-de-sac.  

Lighting & Landscaping

12. The light fixture caps should be colored to match the poles.  We are trying to get away from the gold.  Additionally, we have amended our ordinance to allow you to use any vendor/manufacturer so long as the style of the pole, fixture, and luminaire are the same style as our details.  

13. Do you plan to incorporate the perennial bed over the entire median, or just the front portion?
Miscellaneous

14. The hydrant spacing appears acceptable to the Town of McCordsville.  However, the Vernon Township Fire Marshal may have comments related to hydrant spacing.  
15. Prior to recording of the Secondary Plat, please provide the Town with a full copy of the Covenants & Restrictions for this subdivision.
Please submit revisions to these comments and all other Town comments following the TAC meeting.  Revisions shall include a letter addressing each comment, referring to the page on which the revision can be found, and be submitted via email or share file link to rcrum@mccordsville.org.  Submittals received by April 9th will be eligible for review by the Plan Commission on April 16th.  Submittals received by May 7th will be eligible for review by the Plan Commission on May 21st.  Detailed drainage revisions can be continued to be addressed following Plan Commission.

The Town reserves the right to highlight additional comments at a later date.
